• Their phone (we would rather they didn’t though…) 

We are sourcing tents for the event ourselves, so children do not need to bring their own. If you are 

struggling to provide any of the above items, please let us know on the slip below. 

We would request that parents provide a number below that we can contact any time between 5:30pm 

on Friday July 18th and 8am on Saturday July 19th. We will check all of these numbers between 7pm and 

8pm on the Friday evening and provide you with a mobile number that you can use in case of emergency. 

Children will be encouraged not to get in touch with you during the evening and focus on having fun with 

their friends! 

If any child’s behaviour is unsafe, rude or disrespectful to any other attendees, then we will ask the 

parents to collect their child immediately. 

If any children would like to just attend the evening and not sleep at school, just let us know on the slip 

below.
